• realisation via two European projects: 

 

• start: APEnet project: January 2009 – January 2012 
• follow up: APEx project: March 2012 – March 2015 
• continuation from March 2015 onwards: APEF (Foundation) 

 

• founding, financing, goals: 
 

• initiative: European national archivists (EBNA/EAG) 
• financing: European Commission (EC)  eContentplus and 

ICT-PSP programmes, centered around Europeana 
• two goals: creating one online access point for all European 

archival material and acting as Europeana domain aggregator  
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Archives Portal Europe: 
 

• collects and stores only metadata and links to digital objects 
 

• uses internationally accepted archival metadata standards: 
• ISAD(G) / EAD  apeEAD 
• ISDIAH / EAG  EAG2012 
• ISAAR / EAC-CPF (in progress  apeEAC-CPF) 
• METS (in progress  apeMETS) 

 

• enables conversion of APE metadata to Europeana metadata, 
in case digital objects are linked: apeEAD  EDM

     conversion to EDM  Europeana 
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Archives Portal Europe provides: 
 

• the Archival Landscape, including countries/institutions 
 

• mapping stylesheets to map local standards to the APE standards 
 

• a back-end (Dashboard) account for individual archival institutions to 
enable their data managers to: 
• upload/manage EAG info / EAD holdings guides / finding aids 
• convert/forward info on digital archival objects to Europeana 

 

• help  Country Manager  manuals / workshops / assistence 
 

 

 institutions will always stay in control over their own metadata 
 

   

 concept: data providers in control 
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Archives Portal Europe offers two ways of searching: 
 

• simple/advanced Google-like search: 
users can enter search terms on the homepage and get a flat hit list 
 

• hierarchically structured or Advanced search: 
users can browse through  the archival material via the 3-layer model 
 

search results are always displayed in a List view or Context view, 
and it is easy to switch between those views 
 

it is always possible to see search results in the context of a finding aid 
 

information on archival institutions is available in the Directory

You can search in 39,765,349 descriptive units linked to more 
than 141,000,000 digital objects from 404 institutions

clicking on the search result opens it in the context of 
the full finding aid in a new browser window 

clicking on the icon redirects the 
user to the presentation of the 
digital object on the website of 
the data provider 
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 front-end: what we offer end users 
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 front-end: what we offer end users 
with the same filtering still active we can switch to 
looking at the search results in the Context view 

browsing through the search results 
according to the Archival Landscape we 
can of course find the same search 
result over here 
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 front-end: what we offer end users 

in the hierarchically structured or Advanced Search  
the Archival Landscape can be used to filter search results 
according to countries, institutions and finding aids 
beforehand 
 
users can select countries, specific institutions and 
individual finding aids to be taken into account only, when 
searching for search terms ... 
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 front-end: what we offer end users 

Note:  
as you can see the subdivision of the Archival 
Landscape within countries is a bit divers: sometimes 
regional, sometimes thematical, etc. 
 
we are currently looking at ways to make this more 
consistent and to also be able to incorporate archival 
communities that operate cross country 
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 front-end: what we offer end users 

the Directory provides information on institutions, via a map ...  
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 front-end: what we offer end users 
... and the Archival Landscape  

clicking on the institution’s name gives 
access to detailed information ... 
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 front-end: what we offer end users 

... and then the Google Map is  
of course updated accordingly 
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an Institution Manager account has these possibilities: 
 

• enter information on the archival institution  via upload of an 
EAG/XML file or via filling in a web form 
 

• upload/harvest EAD/XML files (finding aids) of the archival institution 
 via HTTP, FTP or OAI-PMH 
 

• convert/validate EAD/XML files against apeEAD and index/publish 
them in the portal  this can be done automatically via OAI-PMH 
 

optional: 
• create a holdings guide 
• convert information on digital objects to EDM  Europeana

in the back-end an Institution Manager 
can manage the information on his/her 
institution ... 
 
 
... and upload/harvest and process the 
content of his/her institution 
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 back-end: what we offer data providers 

information on 
institutions can be 
managed via a 
web form 
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 back-end: what we offer data providers 

managing content can best be done via 
automatic OAI-PMH harvesting/processing 
for which a profile has to be configured 
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 back-end: what we offer data providers 

the most important screen of the back-end is the “Content Manager” 
screen, which provides Institution Managers full control over their data 
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 back-end: what we offer data providers 

- sort options 
- status information per finding aid 
- possibilities to perform actions in batch or per finding aid 

search & filter options 
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 back-end: what we offer data providers 

among the actions that either can be 
performed in batch or per individual 
finding aid is the conversion to EDM 
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 back-end: what we offer data providers 

the automatic apeEAD to EDM conversion is a bit arbitrary, so can be 
adapted manually if necessary  
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 Needed: finding aids in EAD/XML 
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 Optional: plus links to digital objects 
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 Needed: APE Dashboard account  
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 Optional: aggregration to Europeana
